More than 200 of Philadelphia’s youth are set to attend The Next Level Expo, a career and opportunities fair
organized by Episcopal Community Services’ R.1.S.E. Initiative. With over 30 exhibitors made up of employers,
higher education institutions, and trade/apprenticeship programs, The Next Level Expo’s primary goal is to help
youth ages 18 through 25 identify their next steps in life.
